Stock (Shares)
• Common Stock (Shares) - Capital stock that is secondary to preferred 

stock in the distribution of dividends and often of assets.

• Preferred Stock (Shares)- Capital stock having priority over a 
corporation's common stock in the distribution of dividends and often of 
assets.

---------------------------------------------------------------------------------------

• Callable Preferred Stock (Shares) - A type of preferred stock that 
carries the provision that the issuer has the right to call in the stock at a 
certain price and retire it. Also known as "redeemable preferred stock".

• Convertible Preferred Stock (Shares) - Preferred stock that includes 
an option for the holder to convert the preferred shares into a fixed 
number of common shares, usually anytime after a predetermined date.

• Prior Preferred Stock (Shares) - Preferred stock with a higher claim on 
assets and dividends than other issues of preferred stock.

• Participating Preferred Stock (Shares) - A type of preferred stock 
that, under certain conditions, gives holders the right to receive earnings 
payouts over and above the specified dividend rate.
